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Renewables 
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Today, Jarvis M&E Services is helping its customers meet environmental challenges through providing innovative technologies and high quality products and solutions. Many have heard of ground source heat pumps and the high efficiency levels they can offer, but few have realised that air source heat pumps can also offer significantly higher levels of efficiency when compared to traditional methods of heating our buildings.

Air source heat pumps are much easier to install than ground source so they are more suitable for a wide variety of properties.
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Solar panels supplement conventional heating systems to reduce domestic and commercial hot water running costs for heating, hot water supply or even swimming pools. They are a very efficient use of renewable energy, providing up to 65% of hot water requirements throughout the year. 
Jarvis M&E has installed both flat panel and evacuated tube systems and solar panels on a number of domestic and industrial units.
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‘Biomass’ is the term used to describe organic fuels of animal or vegetable origin, and those directly from trees or crops, which can also be produced from industrial, commercial or agricultural waste.

Because the fuel source is organic, when it grows it absorbs carbon dioxide from the atmosphere which matches the emissions from the production of heat and energy. Balancing the input/output of carbon dioxide gases is achieved by a programme of continual replanting of the trees or crops used for fuel. The depletion of carbon fuels strengthens the case for the use of such boilers. Biomass boilers use wood pellets and chips as standard fuel, but grain or logs can also be used, and these are biproducts of the timber and agricultural industry.
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Solar photovoltaic (PV) systems generate electricity using renewable solar power through arrays of cells in roof- or ground-mounted panels. The capital cost is currently quite high for the amount of energy reclaimed. Jarvis has installed a PV system at Stockwood Discovery Centre Museum, Luton, and the infrastructure to accommodate PV panels at Wren Academy, Finchley.
